Exodus 6:1 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Now
you shall see what | will do to Pharaoh. For with
a strong hand he will let them go, and with a
strong hand he will drive them out of his land.”

Hebrews 11:27 By faith he forsook Egypt, not
fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as
seeing him who is invisible.



Exodus 7:20 And Moses and Aaron did so, as the LORD com-
manded; and he lifted up the rod, and smote the waters that

Exodus 9:1 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Go In to Pharaoh
and tell him, Thus says the LORD God of the Hebrews: “Let
My people go, that they may serve Me.?For if you refuse to
let them go, and still hold them,*behold, the hand of the
LORD will be on your cattle in the field, on the horses, on the
donkeys, on the camels, on the oxen, and on the sheep—a
very severe pestilence.“And the LORD will make a difference
between the livestock of Israel and the livestock of Egypt.
So nothing shall die of all that belongs to the children of

Israel.””



Exodus 9:8 So the LORD said to Moses and Aaron, “Take for your-
selves handfuls of ashes from a furnace, and let Moses scatter it
toward the heavens in the sight of Pharaoh.’And it will become
fine dust in all the land of Egypt, and it will cause boils that break
out In sores on man and beast throughout all the land of Egypt.”
'“Then they took ashes from the furnace and stood before Phar-
aoh, and Moses scattered them toward heaven. And they caused
boils that break out in sores on man and beast."And the magi-
cians could not stand before Moses because of the bolls, for the
boils were on the magicians and on all the Egyptians.



Exodus 9:13 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Rise early in the
morning and stand before Pharaoh, and say to him, ‘Thus says the
LORD God of the Hebrews: “Let My people go, that they may serve
Me,“for at this time | will send all My plagues to your very heart,
and on your servants and on your people, that you may know that
there is none like Me In all the earth.”"Now if | had stretched out

Exodus 9:27 And Pharaoh sent and called for Moses
and Aaron, and said to them, “| have sinned this time.
The LORD Is righteous, and my people and | are wick-
ed.’?Entreat the LORD, that there may be no more
mighty thundering and hail, for it is enough. | will let
you go, and you shall stay no longer.”



Exodus 10:12 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand over the
land of Egypt for the locusts, that they may come upon the land of Egypt,
and eat every herb of the land—all that the hail has left."*So Moses
stretched out his rod over the land of Egypt, and the LORD brought an east
wind on the land all that day and all that night. When it was morning, the
east wind brought the locusts.”And the locusts went up over all the land
of Egypt and rested on all the territory of Egypt. They were very severe;
previously there had been no such locusts as they, nor shall there be
such after them.”For they covered the face of the whole earth, so that the
land was darkened; and they ate every herb of the land and all the fruit of
the trees which the hail had left.

Exodus 10:21 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Stretch out
your hand toward heaven, that there may be darkness
over the land of Egypt, darkness which may even be
felt."?2So Moses stretched out his hand toward heaven,
and there was thick darkness in all the land of Egypt
three days.



Exodus 10:27 But the LORD hardened Pharaoh’s heart,
and he would not let them go.?2Then Pharaoh said to
him, “Get away from me! Take heed to yourself and

see my face no more! For in the day you see my face
you shall die!””And Moses said, “You have spoken

well. | will never see your face again.”
